2015 CO-IT Seminar Recap...

The Central Office & Information Technologies group held
this year’s event at Three Rivers Casino Resort in Florence, OR.

Attendance was up slightly from last year and thanks to the CO-IT
Committee and their diligent planning, we had a full lineup of
relevant topics and speakers.

Our opening session was provided by Jim Mendez, Industry
Liaison - Indianapolis (retired FBI Agent) and Matt Baer, Industry
Liaison, FBI — Quantico. Jim and Matt gave attendees an overview
of CALEA covering the basics of electronic surveillance and
components of interception. FBI Special Agent Dal Rae Pelath
talked briefly to the group about a program called “InfraGard,” an
alliance for national infrastructure protection. InfraGard provides
a secure environment for the exchange of intelligence, strategy,
and expertise amount government agencies and the public and
private sectors. The diverse partnerships forged through the alliance
better equip us to disrupt criminal threats, prevent terrorism, and
safeguard our communities. We will be asking Dal Rae to come back
and join us again for a more in-depth discussion on InfraGard, its
evolution and the benefits of becoming a member.
